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Lyme disease is a bacterial illness that affects people and animals. It spreads by the bite of an infected black-legged tick.
Black-legged ticks can be found throughout Durham Region, usually in wooded areas, leaf litter or on tall grass. Ticks can

be active from early spring to late fall.
