1. The Regional Land Division Committee (LDC) was created by Regional Council on December 19, 1973 to make
independent decisions on the disposition of consent applications (e.g. severance, right-of-way, lot line adjustment) that
have been submitted to the Region for approval under the Planning Act. The Committee consists of eight lay-citizen
members (one representing each area municipality). that are appointed by Council for a four year term. The Chair of the
LDC is selected from among the appointed members. The current Chair is Jane Hurst, the City of Oshawa's
representative. The LDC meets monthly and considers approximately 150 consent applications per year.

1.1 The purpose of this report is to inform Council of the recent funding announcement
for the expansion of natural gas to Scugog Island.

2. Background

2.1 InJanuary 2017, the Province of Ontario launched the Natural Gas Grant program
to help to fund the building of new natural gas infrastructure in northern, rural, and
First Nations Communities. The focus of the program is to accelerate projects with
economic development potential, including agri-business and rural business
projects

3. Funding announcement for Scugog Island

3.1 On April 3, 2018, the Province of Ontario announced $6,324,000 in funding to
construct a reinforcement and distribution pipeline to connect homes and
businesses located on Scugog Island which will be completed by Enbridge Gas
Distribution.
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3.2 On April 27, 2018, an official on-site announcement of the funding was made by
Enbridge Gas Distribution and the Member of Provincial Parliament for Durham,
Granville Anderson. Members of the Township of Scugog Council and staff were
also in attendance.

1. Purpose

1.1 The purpose of this report is to summarize the investment attraction activity handled
by the Economic Development and Tourism Division in the first quarter of 2018.

2. Background

2.1 The Economic Development and Tourism Division’s investment attraction activities
are focused on four areas: (i) Generate and source leads for potential new
investment, including FDI missions, and hosting investor tours and delegations; (i)
Respond to investment inquiries; (iif) Promote the Region among the real estate
and development community; and (iv) Cultivate relationships with Toronto Global,
as well as the Federal and Provincial Governments to promote investment
attraction to Durham.

2.2 In the first quarter of 2018, the Investment Attraction team secured two new
investments (ie. wins) in the Region. Details of these investments can be found in
Appendix 1 of this report.

2.3 In the first quarter of 2018, the Investment Attraction team handled fourteen
investment leads, thirteen of these leads came directly to the Region or through the

Region’s global investment missions. One of these investment leads came through
an outside agency. Details of these leads can be found in Appendix 2 of this report.

The leads came from three sectors: Health Sciences (11); Innovative Technology
(2); and Food & Beverage (1).

Thirteen of the Investment leads from Q1 are currently “Open” and still considering
their investment plans. One investment lead is “Closed”.

The Investment Attraction team has categorized potential investors based on level
of commitment and planned investment time horizon. See Attachment #1 for an
overview of the Durham Region Economic Development Sales Funnel, which
includes a definition of the categories ‘Lead, ‘Prospect’, ‘Opportunity’, and ‘Active
Investor’.

One investment mission was undertaken by Regional Economic Development staff
in Q1 to the MedLab conference, with mostly Eurasian Life Science exhibitors.
Details of this mission can be found in Appendix 3 of this report.

In Q1, Economic Development and Tourism staff hosted two investors. Details of
these investor visits can be found in Appendix 4 of this report.

Economic Development and Tourism staff hosted three in-bound delegations.
Details of these delegations can be found in Appendix 5 of this report.

Conclusion

In the first quarter of 2018, the Investment Attraction team secured two new
investments, responded to fourteen investment inquiries, undertook one investment
mission, hosted three investor visits, and organized three in-bound delegations.

The Investment Attraction team, in cooperation with the Durham Economic
Development Partnership, is continuing to deliver its 2018 work plan to promote the
Region in international markets as a municipality that is “open for business”.

Boards of health are required to “superintend, provide or ensure the provision
of the health programs and services required by the [Health Protection and
Promotion] Act and the regulations to the persons who reside in the health unit
served by the board” (section 4, clause a, HPPA). In addition, medical officers
of health are required to “[report] directly to the board of health on issues
relating to public health concerns and to public health programs and services
under this or any other Act” (sub-section 67.(1), HPPA).

Accordingly, the Health Information Update is a component of the Health
Department’s ‘Accountability Framework’, which also may include program and
other reports, Health Plans, Quality Enhancement Plans, Durham Health
Check-Ups, Performance Reports, business plans and budgets; provincial
performance indicators and targets, monitoring, compliance audits and
assessments; RDPS certification; and accreditation by Accreditation Canada.

Dear Mayor/CAO/Stakeholder:

As you know, in December 2017 the province introduced a new regulation, Ontario Regulation 588/17 Asset
Management Planning for Municipal Infrastructure, under the Infrastructure for Jobs and Prosperity Act, 2015.
The new regulation builds on the province’s 2012 Guide to Asset Management Planning and is the critical next
step for advancing evidence-based decision-making.

As part of our consultations on the regulation, we heard from municipalities that tools and supports are needed
to help implement the requirements. That is why, as part of the introduction of the new regulation in December
2017, we committed $25 million over five years to offer a suite of tools and supports. This commitment was
reaffirmed in the 2018 Budget. | am pleased to share further details regarding this commitment. The province
will deliver the tools and supports through a three stage plan.

The first stage will focus on spreading knowledge of best practices. As part of this stage, the province is
partnering with Asset Management Ontario (AMOnt) on an initiative that will expand their community of
practice work to municipalities across the province. Starting this year, AMOnt will deliver a series of activities,
such as group seminars, online forums, peer reviews, and practitioner-led working groups. More information
will be made available on their website soon. We have also partnered with the Municipal Finance Officers
Association of Ontario (MFOA) to create a toolkit to help municipalities develop a strategic asset management
policy, which is required under the new regulation. This toolkit will be made available in the coming weeks on
MFOA’s website.

Under the second stage, the province is partnering with MFOA to provide small municipalities with in-person
expert asset management plan assessments and localized action plans. Through this initiative, asset
management experts will travel to communities, assess current asset management plans, identify
opportunities for improvement, and provide expert advice that is tailored to the needs of each municipality. For
some small communities with limited resources, this assistance may also include preliminary planning work
(e.g. lifecycle costing) as time and program resources permit. This initiative will be implemented using a
phased approach, starting with municipalities with populations under 5,000, and expanding to municipalities
with populations up to 25,000 over time. MFOA will be connecting with eligible communities directly over the
next few months.

In the third and final stage, the province intends to deliver a direct support program to municipalities that will
build upon the progress made under the first two stages. This initiative will provide direct support to
municipalities to help them complete asset management planning activities, such as condition assessments,
levels of service measurements and lifecycle costing. Based on what we heard through consultations, we plan
to target funding to small communities in particular. Through the Association of Municipalities Ontario (AMO)
and other partner organizations, we look forward to hearing your feedback on the proposed program prior to
launching in 2019. More details will be provided at that time.

Lastly, | am pleased to announce the completion of two additional tools that will further support municipalities
in their asset management planning efforts. With previous funding support from the province, MFOA has
developed an Asset Management Community of Practice Guide that will help municipalities come together to
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establish their own community of practice, as well as an Asset Management Self-Assessment Tool that will let
municipalities evaluate their asset management planning maturity.

Asset management planning is vital for the future of our communities and is more important than ever, given
significant and growing infrastructure pressures and new challenges resulting from a changing climate. We are
confident that the tools and supports that are being made available will help Ontario municipalities to better
anticipate their infrastructure investment needs, prevent assets from deteriorating, save money over the long
term, and ensure that local infrastructure supports the needs of their community.

Councillor Drumm made a declaration of interest later in the meeting under
the Municipal Conflict of Interest Act with respect to any items pertaining to
Durham Region Transit. He indicated that his son is employed by Durham
Region Transit.

3. Presentations
A) Line Millette, Emergency Management Coordinator, Durham Emergency
Management Office (DEMO), regarding Alert Types for Emergency
Response

L. Millette provided a presentation regarding the Durham Emergency
Management Office (DEMO) and Alert Types for Emergency Responses.
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She advised that DEMO is responsible for co-ordinating an emergency
management program for Durham residents to prepare for, respond to, and
recover from major emergencies.

L. Millette advised that DEMO has been a formally recognized office since
1996 and inherited the Rapid Notify mass notification from DRPS. She
stated that the primary focus of the Rapid Notify mass notification was in
case of a nuclear emergency for Darlington and Pickering out to 10 km; a
downloaded list of landline phone numbers only; a one way message from
the Region to households and businesses; and does not include unlisted
numbers or numbers on the “do not call” list.

L. Millette advised that public alerting is paid for by the Ontario Power
Generation (OPG) through a Memorandum of Understanding. She stated
that DEMO has approached OPG to include a portion of Toronto within the
Pickering nuclear zone; to increase the Rapid Notify contract limits to include
all of Durham Region; and to bring local municipalities on board to allow them
to issue their own emergency messages to their residents. She advised that
DEMO now has sub-accounts under the existing Rapid Notify contract to
allow for Toronto and the 8 area municipalities to create and push their own
emergency messages, meaning full coverage for Durham Region.

L. Millette stated that today, 95% of households have cell phones which are
used as the primary means of communications. DEMO is working with the
area municipalities to start a self-registration initiative through the Rapid
Notify system. She advised that the self-registration will require residents to
create an online account and complete a form to register for and receive
alerts for their local area. She also advised that out-of-towners can sign up
their out-of-town phone numbers with a local address to also receive
notifications for a specific area that would affect loved ones. She advised
that meetings are scheduled for May 10, 2018 to discuss this initiative with
stakeholders.

L. Millette also stated that as of April 6", 4G Long Term Evolution (LTE)
phones are able to receive emergency alerts. She advised that older phones
will not have the technology and newer phones may have the technology but
that the option to receive messages may be turned off and advised that
citizens should contact their service provider to verify whether or not their
phones can receive messages. As there will be a transition period for all cell
phones to be compatible, the province will continue to issue red alerts along
with cell broadcast messages for the next five years.

L. Millette responded to questions of the Committee with regards to access to
the registration forms on municipal websites; whether the registration forms
can be mailed out to individuals without internet access or computers;
whether other disasters get the same attention as nuclear safety and
preparedness; and how cell phone towers are affected by natural disasters.

The Committee recessed at 1:45 PM and reconvened at 1:55 PM.
