Acceptable proof of belonging to the priority group includes a professional credential, ID badge or
pay stub, and acceptable proof of Durham residency includes driver’s license, tax bill, and credit
card or bank statements.

If you are not currently seeing clients in the office and are working completely remotely,
please allow your colleagues to register for the vaccine at this time.

If you have received this Fax about but are not part of the currently eligible population, we will
provide information as soon as possible about when you will be prioritized to receive vaccine.
